The aim of this chapter is to consider and explain the literature review. The 
chapter begins with a definition of ‘literature’ in the context of research. This is 
followed by a discussion on where to source literature and a discussion on the 
importance of exercising discernment in relation to literature he/she reviewed. 
There are explanations of how to select appropriate literature and how to use 
literature. The way in which to construct the theoretical framework, the second 
of the frameworks within the four frameworks approach to the research 
project, is also discussed. There is a demonstration of how to write a literature 
review. In the case study at the end of the chapter two sample literature 
reviews are presented, the first is an example of a poorly written literature 
review, the second an example of a better literature review.
